The	
funds	raised	build	much-needed	infrastructure,	form	chapels	and	schools	to	
orphanages,	clinics	and	dispensaries.	Requested	by	the	local	community,	
the	support	from	Missio	transforms	lives	and	creates	a	hub	from	which	the	
young	Church	can	flourish	and	grow.	World	Mission	Sunday	is	one	of	only	
three	Papal	collections	and	has	been	especially	chosen	by	the	Holy	Father	
to	support	the	mission	of	the	Church	in	the	world	via	Missio.	Please	use	the	
baskets	at	the	back	of	church	this	weekend	if	you	wish	to	make	a	donation.

Some	livesimply	award	communities	have	encouraged	people	to	walk	or	cycle	to	church	or	school,	install	
solar	panels,	join	a	climate	change	campaign,	support	Fairtrade	stalls	or	donate	to	a	local	food	bank.	The	
award	celebrates	what	you	have	already	done	and	inspires	you	to	do	more.	It	helps	your	community	to	live,	
not	just	more	simply,	but	also	more	fully.	Some	of	our	parishioners	are	very	keen	for	us	to	take	part	in	this	
programme	and	to	do	what	we	can	to	be	good	stewards	of	the	earth	and	help	the	most	disadvantaged	of	
our	brothers	and	sisters	at	home	and	across	the	world.
